Volunteer Information
The objectives of this Society are to:

–
Raise funds, working with the RIH Foundation for hospital equipment.

–
Ensure volunteers act as public relations representatives and goodwill ambassadors for the Hospital within the community.

–
Enhance the quality of the experience of the RIH patients, their families, and their visitors by providing direction, support, and assistance.

Volunteer requirements:

–
A new volunteer is required to pay $7.50 for a new vest.

–
The Hospital will issue photo ID which is to be worn while volunteering in the hospital.  This ID is to be returned to the volunteer co-ordinator when you cease being a volunteer.  Your vest can be returned and it will be reused at no charge to the next volunteer.  We are unable to refund the payment made for the vest.
–
Yearly Auxiliary membership is $10.00.  Your membership fee covers liability insurance and membership in the British Columbia Association of Health-care Auxiliaries (BCAHA).  Please remember to renew your membership yearly before January.

–
Parking passes for permit only spaces and parkade are available when you are volunteering in the Hospital.

–
Depending on your area of volunteer service, most shifts are a three-four hour commitment.  We ask that you commit for at least six months.
–
The Auxiliary holds general membership monthly meetings the first Monday of each month at 1:30 pm.  Presently, the meetings are held at the Calvary Temple (1205 Rogers Way).  If the first Monday of the month is a holiday, the meeting is moved to the next Monday.  Please try to attend these meetings.  Your support and input means a lot to the membership.  There are no meetings in July or August.  The December meeting is our Christmas Luncheon and our Spring Luncheon is held in June.  There are a total of eight general membership monthly meetings a year and you are required to attend at least four of these meetings.

A record is kept of all volunteer hours.  Please find out how they are recorded in your area.  Each area has a Convenor who will train you – you are to go to this person for information and assistance.

The BCAHA and the Okanagan Mainline Area (OMA) hold conferences each year in the spring and the fall.  Usually a member is required to have been a member of the Auxiliary for a year to be eligible to attend.
